Several hours later Jessica realize what had happened and 
 began getting hysterical about her baby not having any snacks.  She got a hold of her  
 husband (who works at the theatre) who assured her he would take care of everything...so 
 she just went on with her day.  When Jessica picked up Phoenix at the end of the day she 
 began  apologizing for the mess up.  Phoenix answered her mom, “I wasn’t worried.  I know 
 who my dad is, I always get whatever I want.”  It never occurred to her to be concerned. 
When we are facing battle or challenging circumstances we need to remember who our DADDY is, 
 He is always ready to work on our behalf. 
We need to not worry so much about the situation we are walking into, but WHO we are walking 
 into the situation with!
